Auburn-based band wants to get people dancmg

Mike Myles and his wife Tammy Lynn
have attended the Annual Barnful of Blues
Festival in New Boston twice as spectators,
and during their first festival Lynn set a goal
for their band, Raising Scarlet.

“We have to play this. We're going to do it.
We're going to get there,” Lynn said to Myles

and she was right. Raising Scarlet is part of
the lineup for the 2011 Barnful of Blues Fes-
tival (www.newbostonblues.org), which will
be held at the 4-H Field in New Boston on
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M}th-. a software designer, and Lynn, a
graphic designer, have been playing in bands
together for six vears, three of which have been
spent as guitarist and vocalists for Raising Scar-
let, their four-member Auburn-based group.

Lynn first picked up the guitar in elementa-
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play any woodwind or brass instrument, her
parents did not support her idea of playing the
drums, and instead her father put his guitar
his her hands and got her started on lessons.
Myles had always been into music and afier
not being able to get into his school’s drum
program and a brief unsuccessful attempt at
learning the trombone, he had to wait until he
was old enough to earn the money to repair
his mother’s old guitar, He started taking
lessons at age 15 and began playing garage
parties before he turned 16.

“l decided I wanted to be in a band and play
out long before [ was any good,” Myles said.
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The band also features Mike Solise on bass
and a rotation of three to four area drummers.
“We have people we can call on to cover
a show,” Myles said. “And it makes it more
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billy and roots rock covers of songs by such
artists as Wanda Jackson, Reverend Horton
Heat, Johnny Cash and The Stray Cats. Prior
to forming Raising Scarlet, the pair performed
mostly original music (Myles wrote the song
“Sweet as My Baby™ about Lynn) but Myles
said it has grown difficult for original bands to
book shows in the area.

than we were, so we kind of ended up in the
cover market,” he said. The band also plays
sonpe “upytpolpeymyigiagi Y‘}z& Fyle of
swing and jump. Myles noted hehas been sur-
prised that some of the big band swing-style
music they play has been embraced by audi-
ence members both young and old. As the
I foupld i sloyoQicing themselves, Myles
said the band tries to keep the music dance-

able but it’s hard to find venues in the area
with enough room for both a live band and a
dance floor.

“When people start dancing, that’s when
it becomes really fun as a performer because
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also said she loves the adrenaline rush she
gets from performing, a feeling she said is
more exhilarating than what she imagined
bungee jumping would be like.

The pair wrote and recorded an origi-
nal “straight rock album™ as members of the
Rude Toys, but the new original songs the
pair has been working on for Raising Scarlet
have more of a retro feel, Myles said. Raising
Scarlet plans to record so the group can sell
their music online, but Myles said there are
no plans for an official CD release. The group
may, however, produce a limited number of
CDs to sell at their shows, he noted.
